Prayer of Consecration 
 
Shall the throne of iniquity have fellowship with thee, which frameth mischief by 
a law (Psalm 94:20)? 
If I regard iniquity in my heart, the LORD will not hear me (Psalm 66:18). 
Nevertheless the foundation of God standeth sure, having this seal, The Lord 
knoweth them that are his. And, Let every one that nameth the name of Christ 
depart from iniquity (2 Timothy 2:19). 
If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to 
cleanse us from all unrighteousness (1 John 1:9). 
Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be 
healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much (James 
5:16). 
 
Power Confession 
 
We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, and 
therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak (2 Corinthians 
4:13). 
Therefore all they that devour thee shall be devoured; and all thine adversaries, 
every one of them, shall go into captivity; and they that spoil thee shall be a 
spoil, and all that prey upon thee will I give for a prey (Jeremiah 30:16). 
For the Lord GOD will help me; therefore shall I not be confounded: therefore 
have I set my face like a flint, and I know that I shall not be ashamed (Isaiah 
50:7). 
Though I walk in the midst of trouble, thou wilt revive me: thou shalt stretch 
forth thine hand against the wrath of mine enemies, and thy right hand shall 
save me. The LORD will perfect that which concerneth me: thy mercy, O LORD, 
endureth for ever: forsake not the works of thine own hands (Psalm 138:7,8).
